There are several available pricing mechanisms in Ausralia’s electricity market. The most usual one is 
to pour wind power into spot market, where the price is fluctuating. On the other hand, a increasing 
number of power generators are employing power purchase agreement, where the expected 
revenue is relatively stable.  You can learn from a few generators with rich portfolio in the session and 
to see which one is suitable for you. 

Grid congestion, erratic transmission loss factors and system strength issues caused quite a few 
delays in commissioning in 2019, having impacts on project developers’ portfolio. This session is set 
up to gather major TSOs in the country to discuss how they can help facilitate the gird connection.

Before building a wind farm connected to the grid, developers should have a clear understanding of 
the National Electricity Market (NEM). The on-schedule commissioning and power output are not 
simple tasks as we have saw last year in Gannawarra because NEM is fragmented, different from many 
other countries’ manner. In the session, panelists will share their lessons based on real data sourced 
from their project portfolio and probe into the principles.
